The CompuSpot 800HF has a high performance closed liquid-cooling system that cools the welding cables and electrode arms (right up to the removable welding caps). The working temperature of the electrode arms is 34 degrees centigrade. This means there will be no deterioration of the weld nugget, even after a run of over a hundred spot welds.
